The meeting was called to order by Coordinator Risa Leonard Stevens.  Minutes of the last meeting were read and approved. New guides will be copied and distributed to the new teachers in the district.  Subject Area Curriculum committees will continue to update and align curriculum with the changing standards.
In closing, Risa thanked Deanna Myers & Mary Meyers for opting to remain as members of the CCC for another term.  She also reported that Kevin Brown’s position would need to be filled by a high school teacher.  She has encouraged anyone who would like to serve to apply for the open position.
